2. SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT 

a. State Budget – The Legislative Analyst’s Office reported that the general fund reserve is 

estimated to be 8.5 billion dollars lower than the governor’s projections. The governor and 

Munger tax initiatives are only partial solutions.  State Superintendent Torlakson reported 

today that one-third of the schools in California are finding themselves in financial jeopardy.  

Other current proposals don’t solve the revenue problems for schools, but are aimed toward the 

wall of debt.  The District hopes that the hold harmless provision remains in next year’s budget 

and that the governor fully funds transportation for this year and ensuing years, a stabilized 

funding source and to end deferrals thereby saving districts from resorting to their reserve 

funds, suspend statutory class sized limits and restore the budget to the 2007 allocation.   

 

b. Facility Update- An inspection for the Old Loyalton Intermediate School Restroom Project was 

conducted last week.  There were a few minor infractions that will be remedied.   

 The District will need to correct the diameter of the top railing to be in compliance 

with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) standards. Striping and signage and 

the outside basketball court will be completed by Richard Jaquez next week, weather 

permitting.  
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 The City of Loyalton will need to modify the handicap parking lot which is 

substandard by size according to the ADA.  Funding for the correction will come out 

of the initial grant received by the County.   

The District has received a check from that grant for $57,197.57 and the balance has been 

requested. 

 

c. Community Forum, Loyalton Elementary School, April 25, 2012, at 6 pm.  This will be 

videoconferenced  to Downieville School.   

Topics will include:   

a. Expanding our Independent Study program from High School level to Grades K though 8.   

b. Consolidation of the Loyalton Middle School and Loyalton High Schools and the 

relocation of the District Office to the current Loyalton Middle School grounds.
