1. SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

a. Loyalton Intermediate Closed Site – Ms. Asquith reported that this property is zoned residential based on a map indicating residential zoning as of 2008.  In order to re-zone industrial an application to the City of Loyalton to change the existing General Plan (2008) would be necessary. A survey will need to be completed in order to determine the lot lines.
b. Facility Meeting – A facility meeting is scheduled for August 2, 2011.  

Agenda items include:

· An application for full hardship funding for the issues at Loyalton High School (roof and mold report) 
· Sewer repair at Loyalton Elementary School
· High school and middle school combination.  This will be brought to the public’s attention for input. High schools and middle schools are combined at Greenville/Portola/Chester schools (grades 7-12) and they are able to meet a-g subject area criteria.  An academic consolidation plan, including financials, will be prepared.
c. Pliocene Ridge Facility – The maintenance crew has made it sparkle!  New realtors are actively involved taking pictures and planning promotion. The outside is painted and all miscellaneous items have been removed or moved into one classroom. 
d. Categorical Program Monitoring –Rose Asquith and Derek Cooper completed the Categorical Program Monitoring report.  The findings from the state were minimal.  Areas that need improvement were: physical education evaluation process, notification to parents of English Learners and Site Council members’ election process. We have until August 15 to submit our plan to remedy findings. 

e. CALPADS – Marla Stock has completed creating templates enabling us to export information to the state efficiently, minimizing error warnings.
