RINGWORM
Ringworm of the body is caused by a fungus and is spread by close contact with humans and/or infected animals.  The same type of fungus causes ringworm of the scalp as well as athlete’s foot.

Ringworm is round or oval, scaly with a slightly raised pink/red border as it grows.  Once it is well developed, the center may be almost clear.  The most commonly prescribed treatment is Tinactin ointment or liquid which can be purchased without a prescription.  There is also an oral prescription which may be needed.

Parents should be advised to see a doctor for a diagnosis.  A student may return to school after proof is shown that treatment has begun.  A note from the doctor or a parent statement of treatment is needed.

Cleanliness is an important part of treatment.  Athlete’s foot should be treated with the antifungal liquid or powder as well as dry, light colored socks.

Report the illness to your principal or school nurse.
